The Seasons Chamber Orchestra
(Moscow)

«The Seasons» Moscow Chamber Orchestra was
founded in 1994 by Vladislav Bulakhov — a violinist
graduate of the Gnessin Russian Academy of Music
in Moscow. Vladislav Bulakhov studied conducting
with his father — a professional conductor.

Over the orchestra's twenty-year intensive
musical history, the orchestra has developed
areputation as a promising, creative, and ambitious
group which is always looking for new ways
to present concerts. In 1999 the orchestra was
raised to State level through its adoption by state
body MosConcert.

Today «The Seasons» orchestra comprises 18-20
players, with an average age of 35. The orchestra's
permanent artistic director remains Vladislav
Bulakhov, a State-honoured Artiste of Russia —
aversatile musician who can bring equal mastery
toworks of the baroque era as to classical and
contemporary compositions.

One of the main friends of the orchestra's work
is its support for contemporary Russian music. This
includes works by A. Eshpai, R. Shchedrin,

E. Podgaits, S. Zhukov, M. Bronner, V. Kikta,
E.Kozhevnikova, T. Buevsky, Y. Galperin and many
others, which the orchestra perform in cities

all over Russia.

Each season «The Seasons» orchestra presents
atleast 25 world premiere performances
foritsaudiences. These frequently include
new works by young composers, including
A. Ananieyv, O. Yevstratova, N. Mndoyants,

I. Kholopov, A. Muzychenko, R. Mursyakaev
and have been performed at the Moscow Autumn
international music festival.

Since 2002 the orchestra has organized
the exclusive «The Seasons» International Music
Festival, which is performed annually in Moscow,
St. Petersburg, Nizhny Novgorod, Krasnodar, Sochi,
Goryachi Kljuch, Eysk and the Orlyonok Youth
Camp. Since 2005 the orchestra has given the
annual «You, Mozart, are a God...».

The orchestra has released more than 30 CDs,
which have been released in Russia, Austria,
Germany, the USA and Canada.

generation of the Senia Gharana
Rampur-Moradabad. He is the younger
son of the great Maestro Sarangi — Ustad
Sabri Khan, who was presented the
highest award of India — «Padma
Bhushan» reward.

After many years of studying the
great musical heritage of India with his
famous father, Gulfam Sabri found his
calling in the performance of ghazals
and began the popularization of this art
form.

Currently Gulfam gives regular
lectures at the Moscow State
Conservatory named after
P. 1. Tchaikovsky and teaches classes
in Jawaharlal Nehru Cultural Center
(the Embassy of India, Moscow).

A significant part of his activities
Gulfam Sabri dedicated to seminars,
lectures and festivals that involve his
Russian students.

Regular master classes are held
in Saint-Petersburg, Novosibirsk, Kaluga,
Rostov-on-don, Astrakhan and
Yekaterinburg.
